reducing human error, analysing data quicker, 
improving processes, workflows, services, and 
speeding up processes, thus leading to increased 
produc�vity and output, boos�ng economic 
growth, and raising global income. Living in �mes 
of infla�on and slow economic growth, AI can be 
an indispensable tool to overcome our crises and 
to unleash crea�ve energy for new research and 
development in areas that benefit the common 
good. Therefore, in view of our future, we need to 
increasingly invest in AI by collabora�ng across 
borders, enabling skills training and op�mising our 
data market to ensure ongoing growth and 
produc�vity as well.

 In Luxembourg, where service ac�vi�es 
play a major role for the economy and contribute 
the most to the crea�on of na�onal wealth, AI can 
address one of the biggest economic challenges, 
notably skills shortage. Thus, the Luxembourg 
government supports research and development 
projects that will boost the development of AI in 
Luxembourg, such as the common project 
between the BGL BNP Paribas and the Inter-
disciplinary Centre for Security, Reliability and 
Trust (SnT) at the University of Luxembourg, about 
which we will hear more during the conference. 
Similar developments can also be observed in 
Poland, and I believe that together the two 
countries can become leaders within the European 
AI sector and push for more AI innova�on in the 
sector. I am sure that today's conference will prove 
to be a perfect opportunity to further learn about 
the benefits of AI, network, deepen our coope-

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 Mr Gilles Roth studied law at the University Center of 
Luxembourg and the Université Catholique de Louvain (UCLouvain) in 
Belgium, where he obtained a degree in law. He then completed 
university studies with a degree in business administra�on and 
management from the Ins�tut d'Administra�on et de Ges�on of the 
same University. He prac�ced as an a�orney at law un�l 1995 when he 

became a government a�aché at the Ministry of Finance, before being seconded to the Luxembourg Court of Auditors 
and the Permanent Representa�on of Luxembourg to the European Union in Brussels. In 1998, he returned to the 
Ministry of Finance and became government advisor, then senior government advisor. He also held the posi�on of 
Government Delegate to the Administra�ve Jurisdic�ons un�l 2007. Following the legisla�ve elec�ons of 8 October 
2023, Gilles Roth was appointed Minister of Finance on 17 November 2023.

 Mr Andrzej Domański graduated from the University of 
Economics in Kraków. From 2008 to 2019, he was involved in the Polish 
capital market as an analyst, fund manager, investment director, and 
board member in both domes�c and interna�onal financial ins�tu�ons. 
He was the chief economist of the Civic Ins�tute and co-author of the 
Civic Pla�orm's economic programme. He is a three-�me winner of the 

“Alfa” award for the best stock market fund manager and the "Golden Wallet", award granted by “Parkiet” newspaper, 
specialising in economic and financial news.
